Bangor:  FFSC Bldg 2908

Parking:
Bremerton:  There is no TAP parking at Bldg. 1013 except for out of state commands!!!  Ticket & tow!!! In effect.  Local commands park in your regularly designated parking.


Bangor:  Parking is in the lot adjacent to the FFSC.

You must have a copy of your Pre-separation Counseling checklist form DD-2648 to turn in.  This form is completed with your Command Career Counselor.  If the member doesn’t have the form by the second day they WILL be sent back to their command.

Attire:
Appropriate Professional Civilian Attire
· Example: twill pants/slacks, skirt, collared shirt, blouse

· NO: T-shirts, tattered jeans, hats inside, shorts, no PT gear

· If you do not have appropriate civilian clothing, you can wear NBK uniform of the day.

Bring:


· Spouse (if at all possible) Let us know in advance so a seat can be arranged. No children, please.

· Working copy of medical record (NOT original), if between 60-180 days of EAOS

· Notebook, pen 

· Copies of evaluations, and pg 4’s are helpful

· VMET printout (www.dmdc.osd.mil/vmet); will need mypay PIN number

· Brown Bag lunch presenters Tuesday-Friday if you are interested bring your lunch (topics vary-law enforcement, federal employment, recruiters)

Notice concerning Pre-Separation Counseling:
· Navy personnel attending TAP Workshops are required to bring a copy of their completed Pre-Separation Counseling Checklist (DD Form 2648).  Special attention should be given to the date the form is completed by command officials.  
· Every form completed less than 90 days prior to separation must contain explanatory remarks summarizing the reason(s) why the form was not completed prior to the 90 days immediately preceding your retirement or separation date.  OPNAVINST 1900.2A refers. 

· Federal law requires all Pre-Separation Counseling Checklists, for anticipated separations or retirements, to be completed no later than 90 days prior to separation (10 U.S.C. 1142).
