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As the Command’s representative for Sailors applying for their Citizenship this will be a very rewarding job.  You will understand how fortunate we are having been born U.S. Citizens.  The process will be very easy, but there will be situations that will add additional steps to the process. Steps not listed or not specified in form M-476, reference the A GUIDE TO NATURALIZATION at: http://www.bcis.gov/graphics/services/natz/English.pdf
I. ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Prior to July of 2002, to apply for citizenship based on military experience, the applicant had to have served honorably in the Armed Forces of the United States for 3 years. Not waiverable.  Since July 2002, NAVADMIN 217/02 was released which expedited naturalization of Aliens and Noncitizen Nationals serving on Active Duty during Operation Enduring Freedom. This may change again in the future. Until then reference the above noted NAVADMIN for application of military applicants serving less than 3 years on active duty.  Please keep in mind that this NAVADMIN does not expedite the time frame the application is processed.  It only expedites the time that the military member can apply.

RMKS/1.  THIS NAVADMIN PROVIDES GUIDANCE FOR EXPEDITED NATURALIZATION OF ALIENS AND NONCITIZEN NATIONALS WHO SERVED HONORABLY IN AN ACTIVE DUTY STATUS DURING THE PERIOD OF OPERATION NOBLE EAGLE AND/OR OPERATION ENDURING FREEDOM.  THE IMMIGRATION AND NATIONALITY ACT PERMITS DIRECT NATURALIZATION OF ALIENS WHO HAVE SERVED IN AN ACTIVE-DUTY STATUS IN THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES DURING ANY PERIOD WHICH THE PRESIDENT BY EXECUTIVE ORDER DESIGNATES AS A PERIOD IN WHICH THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES ARE OR WERE ENGAGED IN MILITARY OPERATIONS INVOLVING ARMED CONFLICT WITH A HOSTILE FOREIGN FORCE.

2.  ON 3 JULY 2002, THE PRESIDENT SIGNED SUCH AN EXECUTIVE ORDER: EXPEDITED NATURALIZATION OF ALIENS AND NONCITIZEN NATIONALS SERVING IN AN ACTIVE-DUTY STATUS DURING THE WAR ON TERRORISM.  THE TEXT IS AS FOLLOWS:  "BY THE AUTHORITY VESTED IN ME AS PRESIDENT BY THE CONSTITUTION AND THE LAWS OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, INCLUDING SECTION 329 OF THE IMMIGRATION AND NATIONALITY ACT (8 U.S.C. 1440) (THE "ACT"), AND SOLELY IN ORDER TO PROVIDE EXPEDITED NATURALIZATION

FOR ALIENS AND NONCITIZEN NATIONALS SERVING IN AN ACTIVE-DUTY STATUS

IN THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES DURING THE PERIOD OF THE

WAR AGAINST TERRORISTS OF GLOBAL REACH, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED AS FOLLOWS:  "FOR THE PURPOSE OF DETERMINING QUALIFICATION FOR THE EXCEPTION FROM THE USUAL REQUIREMENTS FOR NATURALIZATION, I DESIGNATE AS A PERIOD IN WHICH THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES WERE ENGAGED IN ARMED CONFLICT WITH A HOSTILE FOREIGN FORCE THE PERIOD BEGINNING ON SEPTEMBER 11, 2001.  SUCH PERIOD WILL BE DEEMED TO TERMINATE ON A DATE DESIGNATED BY FUTURE EXECUTIVE ORDER.  THOSE

PERSONS SERVING HONORABLY IN ACTIVE-DUTY STATUS IN THE ARMED FORCES

OF THE UNITED STATES, DURING THE PERIOD BEGINNING ON SEPTEMBER 11, 2001, AND TERMINATING ON THE DATE TO BE SO DESIGNATED, ARE ELIGIBLE FOR NATURALIZATION IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE STATUTORY EXCEPTION TO THE NATURALIZATION REQUIREMENTS, AS PROVIDED IN SECTION 329 OF THE ACT. NOTHING CONTAINED IN THIS ORDER IS INTENDED TO AFFECT, NOR DOES IT AFFECT, ANY OTHER POWER, RIGHT, OR OBLIGATION OF THE UNITED STATES, ITS AGENCIES, OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES, OR ANY OTHER PERSON UNDER FEDERAL LAW OR THE LAW OF NATIONS.""

3.  SERVICE MEMBERS APPLYING FOR NATURALIZATION UNDER 8 U.S.C. 1440 SHALL SUBMIT ALL DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED BY THE IMMIGRATION AND NATURALIZATION SERVICE TO INCLUDE FORM N-400, APPLICATION FOR NATURALIZATION, G-325B, BIOGRAPHIC INFORMATION AND N-426, REQUEST FOR CERTIFICATION OF MILITARY OR NAVAL SERVICE.  THE APPLICATION SHALL BE SUBMITTED TO THE INS SERVICE CENTER IN LINCOLN, NEBRASKA. THE PROCEDURE IS THE SAME AS FILING UNDER THREE YEARS OF MILITARY

Step 1: Go to website for Naturalization; www.bcis.gov 

Step 2: Click on forms, fingerprints and fee

· Click on forms, fees, and fingerprints located in upper left hand corner of webpage.

· On next page, click on forms and fees, located in first sentence.

Step 3: Print the following forms: N-426 (3 copies will print), N-400 (1 copy will print), G-325B (2 copies will print). *Please fill out each individual copy.

· There are multiple forms for each, especially G-325.  Ensure that 325B is printed, the others do not relate to military personnel.

· Each set of copies must be filled out completely.

Step 4: Fill out the forms honestly and completely, especially, the criminal background questions. 

NOTE: ALL SIGNATURES MUST BE ORIGINAL. DO NOT MAKE COPIES OF SIGNED FORMS FOR SUBMISSION.

Step 5: Have 2 photographs taken. Make an appointment with MEDPHOTO (Availability of services for MEDPHOTO will vary by command. Please keep in mind that it is not required for MEDPHOTO to assist, however command support saves members anywhere from $10 – $20 for photos). Other photography services may be used at the expense of member.

Note: On back of photos ensure applicant has written name and alien registration number in pencil.  Picture size: 19/16 in X 1 3/8 in or reference APPENDIX E.   

Step 6: Copy of Alien Card (Front and Back)

· Command representative must visualize the card for authenticity.

· Depending on the Xerox machine, if “photo image” is selected a better quality image will be produced.

Step 7: Personal check for $310.00. Write check to INS.

· Other payment methods such as cashier check or money order may be used. With checks, it is easier for the member to track payment or cancel check if needed.

· A copy of the check will be kept on file with application. 

NOTE: PLEASE ENSURE THAT MEMBER IS FINANCIALLY PREPARED TO BEGIN PROCESS. BOUNCED CHECKS WILL SIGNIFICANTLY DELAY THE PROCESS OR MEMBER’S APPLICATION WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.

Step 8: Have the back page of the G325B and the N-426 signed and certified at the Customer Service desk in PSD.

· Upon completion of application, member will go to the Customer Service section of PSD to have forms certified.

· Only one of the three copies of the N-426 will receive a seal of authenticity.

· Only a signature is required for the G-325B.

Step 9: Career Counselor or command will make The Appointment for fingerprints, and test representative.

· After the application has been completed, fill out the Fingerprint Request form. An example can be found in APPENDIX K.

· Instruct member that the time listed on the Fingerprint Request form is not an actual appointment time.  The form with date and time will allow access to INS services.  Members need to be on time. Weekends at 0800 are highly recommended, due to timeliness of service.

Note: If member is not a resident of MD, the exam will be taken on the day member swears in. Refer to the list of locations to find nearest INS office to member’s home address.

· There are no numbers to call to check for closing of offices.  Check the specific location schedule and send member.  Give notice, if office is closed, come back to Career Development to receive an updated form with date and time change.

· For D.C. residents, they may go to the Maryland INS office, but will not be able to take the civil test since they are not a resident of Maryland.

· N-400

· Alien Card

· Military ID card

· Appointment Notice

STEP 11:  The CCC or command representative will complete a memorandum from Commander/CO. This memo must be serialized and dated at Command Admin Office.  It will be the top sheet of the application, see Appendix A for an example.
Note: After the required paperwork and other items are completed, a copy of the applicant’s package will be made for the office file and a copy given to member. Career Development will mail out the original package by certified mail.
III.  APPLICATION

When reviewing the N-400, Application for Naturalization, check each section for completeness and accuracy.  Refer member to the N-400 Instruction form located above the icon for the actual application.  IMPORTANT: Read the instruction for each section carefully.  For example, in section 3, letter G, it asks if either parent is a U.S. citizen? If yes, see instruction.  It is important to refer member to that instruction because if parents are citizens there may be a possibility that they filed for applicant’s citizenship also. A sample of the N-400 Instruction is enclosed in the SOP as well as a sample application (see Appendix B).  On the sample application notations have been made in sections that may have caused some confusion for other applicants.

COMPLETING THE FORMS, PHOTOGRAPHS, FINGERPRINTS, AND PAYMENT

1. It is vital that all forms are thoroughly completed before submission.  Incomplete forms will be returned by the INS office, which may cause a substantial delay in the application process.

2. When printing forms, utilize all forms printed.  Refer to the checklist to account for the proper number of forms required for submission.

4.  Obtain two photographs.  Medphoto has agreed to take the photographs.  If services are no longer provided by Medphoto, then member may go to local photo agencies, such as those providing passport services.  Refer to page 33 of the Guide to Naturalization or Appendix G for photograph requirements, such as size and profile of applicant.

5.  Obtaining fingerprints. Make the applicant an appointment at a local INS service office.  Refer to the list of locations in Appendix B.  A Civil test may be administered at the same time the fingerprints are completed.  If office does not administer the test, the applicant will take the test on the day they take their oath.  Only a few service offices administer the civil test prior to the day the applicant goes to take their oath.

6.  A fee, which is currently $310.00, is required when application is mailed out.  Refer to the website for update in fee.  The most efficient way to monitor your payment is to pay by check.  Applicant may pay by other methods, such as a cashier check or money order.

7.  When mailing packages. Labels should be preprinted and ready to be placed on envelopes.  The mailing address for the application is:

· Overseas: Members going overseas may catch MACFLIGHT to Hawaii, Guam or back to Maryland.
