NAVY FIREFIGHTING QUALS GOOD FOR USCG ABS RATING

Sailors having completed Navy Final Lookout PQS 302 and Helmsman PQS 305, and having at least one year of sea duty for every five years of service, are now eligible for Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping (SCTW) Rating Forming Part of a Navigational Watch (RFPNW) certification from the Coast Guard.  RFPNW certification is required to apply for a USCG Able Bodied Seaman rating. Sailors having completed Navy Advanced Fire Fighting Training, Repair Party Leader School, and Repair Party Leader PQS 318 are eligible for STCW Advanced Fire Fighting certification. Required training and sea time must have been received on or after August 1, 1996. SCTW Advanced Fire Fighting is required to apply for a USCG Third Mate License.
