
NAVY TRAINING GOOD FOR USCG ABS RATING

(Plan of the Day Note #NPDCPOD0402) – 10 February 2004

Enlisted Sailors within the Boatswain’s Mate, Signalman, Quartermaster, Operations Specialist, and Mineman ratings, or Seaman Striker, can now work toward a USCG Able Bodied Seaman (AB) rating by using Navy course completion, training acquired through the Personal Qualifications Standards (PQS) process, and sea duty to satisfy merchant marine training, certification, sea service, and exam requirements. Any Sailor in the above ratings having completed Seaman Apprentice Training, and having at least one year of sea duty for every five years of service, will satisfy the written exam requirements, as well as the knot tying practical exam for the ABS rating.
