SAILORS AND MARINES NOW ELIGIBLE FOR FAA A&P LICENSE

Sailors and Marines in the aviation structural mechanic and powerplant occupation fields are now eligible to apply their military experience and education toward the Federal Aviation Administration’s industry standard A&P license. In order to enroll, mechanics must meet basic eligibility requirements, being 18 years of age, having 36 months or more in service, and being an E4. It will take about 30 months to complete the entire program, which includes completing a Qualification Training Package (QTP), and passing a series of written and oral exams, as well as passing a practical test. After successful completion of the program, each participant will be fully qualified in airframes and powerplants.
