1. When can I reenlist early for SRB? (IE EAOS is greater than current FY)

a. Passing through zone (In the month members goes thru zone)

b. Under PCS orders to transfer in the current FY or under HPC orders to transfer in the current FY.

c. Nuclear Trained personnel.

d. STAR program (limited to EAOS within 1 calendar year)

e. SCORE program approvals.

f. Obliserv for CONSUBPAY.

g. Members who must obliserv for E7,E8 or E9( limited to month prior to advancement date)

2. How long must members be in a tax free area to receive tax free SRB?

a. You can receive tax free SRB as long as your command is or was in a tax free area under mission (orders).  A tax free FID must be submitted by the command to DFAS stating you were on board and qualify for tax free money for that month and you reenlisted in that month.

The SRB zones are as follows: 

Zone A: 

17 months-6 years

Zone B: 

6 years-10 years

Zone C: 

10years-14 years payable to 16 years.

Who is Eligible for Obliserv To Train (OTT)?

a. Members who are not SRB eligible in their present rating or do not hold an SRB eligible NEC may qualify for SRB if they convert to, or train for, an SRB eligible skill. 

b.    If your EAOS expires before the graduation date of your school and your extension is operative by the graduation date of your school then you are OTT eligible.

10. Can I get all my SRB payments now, after all it’s my money?

Current Navy policy is that SRB will be paid half on reenlistment and the remainder divided into equal payments to be paid as anniversary payments every 1 Oct until SRB is paid in full.  Advance SRB payments can be approved on a case by case basis for monetary hardship only.

Yes, any first term sailor may request to reenlist STAR for any “A” or “C” school they are eligible to attend that is in the CANTRAC.  The schools listed on the CSL are for automatic advancement from E4 to E5
